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I. For Liquid Tank Type Manure Spreaders

The capacity of liquid manure tanks (in
gallons) provided by the manufacturer in the
Operator’s Manual can be used. If this infor-
mation is not available, the volume can be
calculated by using either of the following
methods. First, if you have access to a scale,
simply weigh the liquid tank wagon and tractor
when the tank is full and when it is empty.
Subtract the empty weight from the full weight
to get the weight of the liquid manure in the
tank. Make sure the fuel level in the tractor is
not significantly different. Then divide the
weight of the manure in pounds by 8.3 Ib/gallon
to get the volume in gallons.

- You can also determine the size of your
tank by measuring it and calculating its volume.
Assuming the tank is round, this can be done by
measuring the "diameter" and "length" of the
tank (in feet), as shown in the diagram. Then
divide the diameter by 2, square the result,
multiply by n ( = 3.14), multiply by the length,
and finally, multiply by 7.5 gal/ft to convert
from cubic feet to gallons, i.e.,
